2. All Chili must be prepared in ad-
vance. 

 

3. A list of  ingredients must be dis-
played on site for each entry. 

 

4. Contestants must be in attendance 
for set-up/clean-up and to serve Chili 
for the duration of  the cook-off. 

 

5. Contestants must provide 4-5 liters 
of  Chili, keeping in mind that the 
more Chili you bring the more people 
will have the opportunity to taste 
your entry and the more potential 
votes you could receive. 

 

6. If  you have a smaller cooker, please 
do not be discouraged from partici-
pating and bring what you can. 

 

7. All contestants must provide their 
own pots, serving utensils, heating 
apparatus (crock pots, camping 
stoves, etc) and required extension 
cords.
